Only OraLine has green lines at the pre-test stage, allowing the user to be certain the test is valid and ready for use.





Competitor Devices Lack a Visible Reference

Other saliva drug tests indicate only a negative reaction, offering no visible reference that allows the user to confirm the presence of valid reference zones


The control line indicates only that saliva has flowed to that point on the membrane


This means there is no way of knowing if a positive result is truly positive, or if the device had been used previously or was invalid
